

             Spring 2010: WHCC (Colts)
The season is rapidly approaching and there is lots of information to pass on, so please take a few minutes to read this and note down the dates and times. A summary of the key dates can be found at the end of the newsletter.
Coaching

As last year, we intend to provide high quality coaching through the Friday evening sessions, so that our children improve their enjoyment of the game and also to see an improvement in their all round cricketing skills.  This year we have two new coaches in the club and additionally we’ll shortly have a number of qualified “Young Leaders” (our older colts) who will be able to assist on Friday nights. 

There is always room for more coaches and if you wish to assist in this way, please speak with Neil Cheetham.

Registration Evening

This will take place on Wednesday 21st April (7-8.30pm) at the clubhouse in Brewery Road (for all age- groups). If you are able to come and register on this night it helps to alleviate the workload on the first training night. Don’t worry if you can’t make it though, as registration will take place on the first couple of sessions as well.
Fees: These generally remain the same as last year and include match fees. Fees are £60 for first child (£45 for years 2 and 3). There are reduced fees for siblings.
Winter training (nets) will also be payable at registration and the cost varies depending on the number of sessions attended i.e. £15 for all sessions, £8 for three sessions etc.

Scorers/Umpiring Evenings: to try and increase the number of parents that are able to participate in assisting at matches we are running two information evenings. The first is to be held on Thursday May 6th and will explain the signals and scoring symbols that are used in a game. Even if you know nothing about cricket, after this evening you will be able to help score at a match. 
It would be great if we could encourage lots of people to attend so that the managers can feel confident there is always help around. You will be asked at registration evening if you are able to help in any way (first aid, scoring, social etc) and the more volunteers we get the less you will have to do.

Race Night:

Please come and join us on Friday 16th April.  Doors will be open from 7.30pm and the first race will start at 8.00.  Tickets are £2.50 per person which can be bought in advance.  Everybody welcome.
